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Assembly
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Step 1: Uncrating

1.The SD-10 is shipped fully assembled.

2. Remove the side rails first followed by the rest of
the outer frame.

3. With two people lift the SD-10 and place it into the
desired location. Cut the banding and remove all of
the plastic wrap. Plug the unit into a grounded wall
outlet.

Congratulations! The SD-10 is now ready to use.

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Operation
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Operating the SD-10 is very simple. Open the door, load the
screens, close the door and turn on the power.

The combination of gentle heat and moving air evaporates the
moisture from the screens at a significantly faster rate than ambi-
ent air. The cabinet also prevents dust and particles from contami-
nating the screens.

Shelves

The SD-10's unique shelving design allows for different screen

sizes to be loaded at the same time. Displayed to the right are
20”x 24", 23”x 31” and 25”x 36" size screens all loaded at the
same time. The tapered and perforated shelves support the
screens on their edges while avoiding contact with the wet
emulsion. The perforations allow air to flow to the very edge
of each screen frame.

Air Baffle

The sliding door located on the back of the unit serves two

purposes.

First, the Air Baffle is used to control the volatility of air flow
within the drying chamber. The highest air flow occurs when
the Air Baffle is completely shut. Opening the Air Baffle reduc-
es the pressure within the chamber creating a gentle air flow.

Second, the Air Baffle allows moisture to escape the chamber.
This is important for high humidity regions. Opening the Air

Baffle will eliminate the moisture and dry the screens faster.

The image to the right is a common placement for the Air
Baffle.

Operation
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Air Intake Filter

The Air Intake Filter covers the port where the air is drawn
into the heating chamber. This filter prevents dust, lint and
other particles from contaminating the screens within the
drying cabinet. The Air Intake Filter should be inspected and
cleaned on a monthly basis for optimal performance.

Temperature Control Module

The SD-10 is equipped with a micro processor based Tem-
perature Control Module. Many emulsions are heat sensi-
tive and react adversely to excessive heat. Most emulsion
manufacturers suggest a heat range of 90 degrees to 105

degrees Fahrenheit.

To adjust the temperature press the yellow set button until
the digit on the right begins to blink. Use the blue button to
mover the cursor to the left to reach the desired digit to be
changed. Then use the green arrow buttons to increase or

decrease the temperature. When the temperature is set
use the yellow set button to save the setting.

Temperature Control Access Panel

Do not remove the Temperature Control Access Panel un-
less instructed to do so by Workhorse Technical Support.
Adjustment of the Temperature Control Module should on-
ly be necessary when service is required. Do not remove
the Temperature Control Access Panel while the SD-10 is
powered.
